Since last year, we
launched a new service to publish full-color printed articles at no additional charge, and
also we permitted authors to publish 3-page articles, that is, one-additional page to
conventional articles, as well as introduction of carefully selected articles by our Editorial
Board as “Editor’s Choice” with a specially-designed layout.

H ere's something to keep your eye on. Chemistry Letters has achieved many
remarkable rapid publications in the last year. For example, 65 articles were
published within 40 days. Needless to say, those were evaluated by expert reviewers in
specialized fields for peer-review twice, and revised at least once by authors, not to
mention proofreading, professional copyediting, and typesetting. We believe this could
be the world record among scientific publishing, but our fastest time from first submission
to publication took only 7-business days! In case you need very rapid propagation of
your findings, especially in areas of highly competitive research, I highly recommend
submitting your manuscript to Chemistry Letters, you can count on us for rapid
publication!
